Adobe Presenter Slide Timings
If some or all of your slides contain no audio, the default setting is that viewers will have 5 seconds to read the slide before the next slide appears.  They need to click pause in order to spend additional time reading a slide.

A better configuration is to eliminate the 5 second delay, and instead give viewers control over how long they want to view a slide.  This is also useful for slides with audio when you believe the viewer would benefit from additional untimed review after you finish your narration.
There are 2 settings which need to be modified:
